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New Community (Club) Building is
in full swing in Midwestern
Ontario District. We remain
committed to three goals: (1)
building at least 5 new clubs this
year; (2) introducing at least 20
Optimists to the rewarding
experience of New Club Building,
and (3) requiring police checks
for Charter membership. The co-
operative, feamwork spirit shown
by many Optimists and their home
clubs in supporting MWQO's New
Club Building goals is most
encouraging. East London and
Mitchell are supporting builds
wherever the District Team
believes they are most needed.

To date (Jan. 6), eight M\WO
Optimists are First Timers for
the 2009-2010 New Club Building
efforts: President Rick Zimak,
Downie; Imm. Past Governor Bob
Keir, Carling Heights; Zone 3 Lt.
Governor Maidy Keir, Carling
Heights; Kelli Crowley, Ellice;
First Lady Linda Adams,
Sebringville/Avon River clubs;
Zone 6 Lt. Governor Ken Hayward
Mount Forest; President Chris
Brooks, Sebringville; Zone 7 Lt.
Governor Larry High, President of
West Cambridge.

Traditional club building requires
a minimum of 25 signed Charter
members for organization. There
are 15 days to add more Charter
members. Optimist International
introduced Pilot club builds last
year. A club can be organized
with a minimum of 15 signed
Charter members.
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There are 90 additional days to
add Charter members and the
rest of the year to bring the club
to full club status of at least 25
members. Full club status is
important for award recognition.
We plan fo build full clubs of af
least 25 wherever possible, and
to build pilot clubs when a
particular community requires
that approach. The decision o
have the Charter membership
take part in a police check
procedure has been fully
endorsed by the newly signed
members in Wellesley.
